If you do not bring your Exam Admission Ticket on the day of the examination, check the notice at the entrance of the 

examination venue and go to the examination center headquarters to receive instructions from the staff.

The examinee number will be required at the time of the admission procedure. Until then, keep your Exam Admission Ticket 

in a safe place and do not lose it.

If you have not submitted an official certificate (original) of the English Proficiency Examination (TOEIC (L&R) or TOEFL-iBT 

(including TOEFL-iBT Home Edition)) (Applicants who took TOEIC (L&R) after April 2023, if you have not submitted a printed copy 

of the official digital certificate (with 2D code)) during the application period, be sure to bring it. The staff will collect it before the test 

begins. If you do not bring the original certificate, you will not be allowed to take the oral test. 

 
Precautions for Taking the Examination

Candidates must enter the examination waiting room at least 20 minutes before the oral test commences (2:40 p.m.) and take 

the seat with the same examinee number as on the Exam Admission Ticket.

Place your personal belongings in the designated area or where the staff instructs you to place them.

Latecomers will not be allowed to take the examination after the examination commencement time (3:00 p.m.). 

 
Precautions during the Time of Examination

No one is allowed to leave the examination waiting room during the time of examination. If you must leave the examination 

waiting room due to illness or to use the restroom during the time of examination, please raise your hand and follow the 

instructions of the staff.

The following must be strictly observed in the handling of personal belongings: 

 
If your watch has an alarm function, be sure to deactivate the alarm before entering the examination waiting room. 

 

 
No electronic devices are allowed in the examination room and the examination waiting room. 

Be sure to deactivate the alarm setting and turn off all electronic devices such as cell phones, smart phones, wearable 

devices, tablets, etc., and put them in your bag before entering the examination waiting room. Note that alarms will sound 

even if the power is turned off unless the alarm is deactivated. 

 
The use of “earplugs” is not permitted as they may make it difficult to hear the instructions of the staff.
